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Analysis of CLT in virtual EFL classes during and post-pandemic in the **Unidad

Educativa Salinas Innova School”.

ABSTRACT

CLT is a method that develops the communicative skills of students through dialogues
and interaction in real contexts or based on the student's experience. Different strategies, such as
role plays, dynamics, dialogues, and debates, are used to learn English in situations as close as
possible to reality without emphasizing grammar or vocabulary. This research aims to analyze
the Communicative Language Teaching Method (CLT) used in English at "Unidad Educativa
Salinas Innova School™ during and after the covid-19 pandemic. It was carried out through the
qualitative method and using the interview as a tool to collect information, which was applied to
the five teachers in the English area of the institution. The results showed the advantages and
disadvantages of using CLT during classes during the pandemic and post-pandemic, the tools

they used and the teachers' experiences.

Resumen

El CLT es un método que desarrolla las habilidades comunicativas de los alumnos a
través de didlogos e interacciones en contextos reales o basados en la experiencia del alumno. Se
utilizan diferentes estrategias, como juegos de rol, dinamicas, dialogos y debates, para aprender
inglés en situaciones lo mas parecidas a la realidad sin hacer hincapié en la gramética o el
vocabulario. Esta investigacion tiene como objetivo analizar el Método de Ensefianza
Comunicativa del Lenguaje (MECL) utilizado en inglés en la "Escuela Unidad Educativa Salinas
Innova" durante y después de la pandemia del covid-19. Para recolectar la informacion se utiliz6
la entrevista, la cual fue aplicada a los cinco docentes del area de inglés de la institucion. Los
resultados mostraron las ventajas y desventajas del uso del CLT durante las clases durante la

pandemia y post pandemia y las herramientas que utilizaron y sus experiencias.

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Introduction
The CLT method seeks to develop in the student the ability to interact in any situation
that arises in their daily life by developing their communication skills with the use of the English
language through activities that allow a simulation of reality in the classroom. For this reason,
the Ecuadorian State proposed, in 2016, a curricular reform of English as a foreign language

(EFL) focused on communicative competence.

Even though these reforms sought to bring the educational model closer to modern
demands, it was the covid-19 pandemic that forced a drastic rethinking of the teaching system
since virtual education replaced face-to-face classes due to the imposition of confinement for two
years. After the pandemic, the students returned to the classroom, and with them, ICT was part of
the learning tools. For this reason, this research focuses on the Analysis of CLT in virtual EFL

classes during and classes post-pandemic in the "Unidad Educativa Salinas Innova School ".

Chapter | defines the problem, the objectives, and the justification for the research.
Chapter Il reviews the bibliography related to the subject and explains the study variables'
concepts and theoretical bases. Chapter Il corresponds to the research methodology and the
techniques for collecting and processing information. Chapter IV shows the analysis and
discussion of the results. Finally, a section is offered about the primary reflections to which the

researchers have arrived.

Chapter I

Problem Definition

Due to the current technological development, the great demand for professionals with
communicative competence in the English language and the permanent cultural exchange, the
application of new methodological processes that help to achieve the primary objective of
learning that this new society demands, the development of communicative competence, is
imperative (Beltran, 2017). Given this need, the Communicative Languaje Teaching (CLT)
method seeks to develop in the student the ability to interact in any situation that arises in their
daily life by developing their communication skills with the use of the English language through

activities that allow a simulation of reality in the classroom.

According to Richards (2006), CLT involves new roles for teachers and students.
Students now participate in classroom activities based on a cooperative, rather than
individualistic, approach to learning. Students need to feel comfortable listening to their peers in

the group or pair work tasks rather than relying on the teacher as a model.

Given the need for English language learning during and after the pandemic of covid-19,
to some extent, it was alarming because teachers had to adapt to a new virtual teaching modality,
adopting the CLT method to teach students communication in English, being a method for good

development of communication skills.

Moreover, Velez & Paredes (2021) affirm that the most common and effective

communicative approach strategies for oral production in English include: discussion, class
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presentations, problem-solving, modeling, comprehension questions, dialogues, pair and group
work, role-playing, peer teaching, project-based teaching, puzzles, games, songs, use of real and
authentic materials. Analyzing that these strategies are frequently used in the educational

environment to improve English language skills.

Precisely, EFL in Ecuador faces many difficulties in teaching-learning strategies. Toro et
al. (2019) state that Ecuadorian students prefer to write and read in English rather than
communicate verbally; this is due to the reluctance of teachers to use techniques that increase
oral communication and leave aside traditional education (p. 110). Considering that students
prefer to read and write rather than speak English during the pandemic, some CLT strategies
were proposed to optimize learning based on disciplinary projects where English was a priority

subject.

For this reason, the Ecuadorian State proposed, in 2016, a curricular reform of English as
a foreign language (EFL) focused on communicative competence; that is, it concentrates on
developing communicative skills rather than linguistic knowledge (Ministerio de Educacion, p.
415). Following the demands and trends in the world, for instance, it speaks of international
standards based on internationally recognized levels of language teaching-training processes
(Common European Framework). Even though these reforms sought to bring the educational
model closer to modern demands, it was the covid-19 pandemic that forced a drastic rethinking
of the teaching system since virtual education replaced face-to-face education due to the

imposition of confinement for more than a year.

Virtual classrooms present drawbacks and limitations, such as network communication
and the overflow of students, which can detract students' attention, and it is; where teachers must

take into account this drawback to create strategies to ensure quality teaching, for example: by
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examining the usefulness of CLT features as a methodology for the teaching-learning process
and the application of resources correlated with the implementation and application of CLT

methodology.

Studies show the advantages and disadvantages of CLT in virtual education. Teh (2021)
explains that online CLT is appropriate for collaborative activities and students who need to be
more open about speaking in class. However, it can sometimes present drawbacks with sound
quality when using tools such as Zoom, but it is still effective (p. 69). In addition, Navarro
(2021) attests to the endless possibilities for teachers to plan a class with CLT and for students to

enhance their English learning process.

Therefore, the need arises to investigate the use of CLT in English learning during and
after the pandemic in the "Unidad Educativa Salinas Innova School." To analyze from primary
sources the advantages and disadvantages of the approach from the perspective of EFL teachers

and to determine the way the method worked in the classroom during the pandemic.

Problem Formulation

Main Question
How did the Communicative Language approach (CLT) influence English language

learning during and post-pandemic?

Specific Questions
e What are the characteristics of using CLT as a method for English language teaching and
learning?

e What are teachers' opinions about the CLT method during the covid 19 and post-pandemic?
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e What are the advantages and disadvantages of using the CLT method during and after the

pandemic?

Objectives
General Objective

To analyze the use of the Communicative Language Teaching Method (CLT) in the
English language at "Unidad Educativa Salinas Innova School™ during and after the covid-19

pandemic.

Specific Objectives
e To determine the characteristics of CLT methodology in the English language teaching-
learning process with emphasis during the covid-19 pandemic and post-pandemic.
e To describe teachers experiencies on the English language teaching-learning process based
on the CLT method in the covid-19 pandemic and post-pandemic.
e To analyze the advantages and disadvantages of the CLT method during and post-

pandemic.

Justification
The topic of CLT Analysis in EFL virtual classrooms during and post-pandemic is
essential because the method relates to the communicational and digital competencies

emphasized in Mineduc's Prioritized Curriculum (2021) for English language teaching.

The “Unidad Educativa Salinas Innova School” is an institution that has had experience
in the use of virtual platforms prior to the pandemic and its development in EFL. Therefore, the
information obtained from the teachers' experiences can motivate all educators to practice the

CLT method in English classes. The experience of the educational institution can provide
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relevant data on the development of the communicative approach and its adaptation in
classrooms during and after the pandemic to other educational institutions wishing to implement
foreign language teaching-learning strategies in line with students' interests and technological

trends synchronized with students' communicative needs.

Chapter 11

Theoretical Framework

Background
This chapter presents a literature review and previous studies —international, national,
and local— related to the approach of CLT for teaching the English language in classes during

and post-pandemic.

Factors affecting the Application of Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) in Syrian
Schools is research written by Armnazi and Alakrash (2021), who mentions that the overall
objective was to identify the challenges that negatively affect the application of CLT in public
schools. The results showed that lack of training, adequate materials, and poor knowledge of
English culture are the main challenges for teachers. At the same time, students present poor
language proficiency, a passive attitude to learning, and a lack of motivation. There were also
difficulties with the educational system, such as a lack of government support, overcrowded
classrooms, and an inadequate curriculum. Finally, the challenges related to CLT were the need

for an efficient evaluation instrument and the need for teaching materials.

This study is pertinent to the issue raised because it provides a general approach to CLT

implementation in the EFL in schools of a developing country. Of particular interest is the
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perception gathered by the teachers: despite the problems, they support its implementation in

their classes.

In addition, Kamiri & Aziz (2022) conducted studies from 2015 to 2021 related to CLT
teaching practices through synchronous online learning. It focused on learning about the
implementation of CLT through synchronous online learning, challenges faced by teachers, and
their effectiveness through synchronous online learning. The findings indicate that online
platforms and apps exist to help teachers implement CLT during synchronous learning, although
problems and limitations arise for both teachers and students. The difficulties were the refusal to
adapt to e-learning, device accessibility, and classroom management issues. For students, the
problems are related to their attention span, trouble learning the task, limited access to direct

interactive communication, and limited access to online learning.

This work compares CLT in the classroom and online classes, especially communication.
Communication is essential in CLT, but there are problems in a virtual class, such as trouble
understanding an instruction given online and difficulty talking to a classmate during a speaking

activity.

As Solis (2021) mentions in his research, the findings demonstrated the influence of CLT
techniques in developing oral English language skills because students showed motivation,
fluency, and participation during the communicative activities. This study explains the necessity

of designing creative and valuable exercises in actual or virtual classes.

The investigation of the Rivera-Fortty et al. (2021) proposed to implement the
Communicative method as a technique for teaching English language learning so that students

could speak in addition to writing and reading in English. The results confirm the positive
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incidence of the communicative method focused on developing oral expression in the English

clubs of educational institutions.

The search also included the application of CLT at schools in Santa Elena. According to
the investigation written by Suarez et al. (2022), the paper aims to strengthen the development of
English language skills (Speaking, Listening, Reading, and Writing) through a four-phase
project: in the first two phases, the students had trained in English A1, and the third and fourth
phases, elemental English A2. The results showed that the participants improved their knowledge
of the English language after the training phases when the instructor applied communicative

approach strategies to teach reading, speaking, listening and writing at the basic level.

The study by Gonzélez et al. (2018) determined the conditions and level of English
language skills of students at public high schools in the province of Santa Elena. In this context,
the research showed that students presented a lower level of knowledge and practice in listening
skills, and a lower percentage showed disinterest in learning the language. The causes of the low
levels of knowledge are due to the teachers having poor training and preparation in technological
didactic resources, many teachers use traditional teaching methods, and only 20% apply the
communicative approach in teaching English. These results can be used to support that English
classes should be directed towards the use of modern teaching methods, such as the CLT, to

develop students' skills.

Pedagogical basis

The communicative approach has constructivism and meaningful learning as its
pedagogical basis. The constructivism of Piaget (1968) proposes that the student is the builder of
his knowledge; thus, learning a language is built through accumulating and absorbing

experiences (Rojas, 2021). In addition, Lev Vygotsky (1978) developed social constructivism
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learning; in other words, the student expands his knowledge due to interacting with culture and
society (p. 57). Hence, it is about adapting the classes according to the student's daily

experiences.

Constructivism is based on five principles: 1) Learning is an internal, own construction
process; 2) Be part of previous knowledge; 3) Learning is facilitated through interaction; 4)
Learning implies an internal reorganization; and 5) Learning arises from the conflict between

what is known and what should be known (Sesento Garcia, 2020).

Batista and Salazar (2003) explained the constructivist theory has a natural and
comprehensive approach to language teaching; both arise from the needs of the student. The
natural approach is based on the fact that language learning results from prior knowledge plus
new input when the learning material is relevant and related to daily life. The teacher proposes a
series of strategies related to this approach, such as monitoring language acquisition, creating
environments of interest to achieve the affective component, and designing their own materials

appropriate to the student's needs.

The comprehensive approach refers to language learning in real contexts. Construction is
a dynamic process where the student interacts with the environment and with his peers. The
cognitive and linguistic process develops simultaneously. Among the strategies that the teacher
applies are encouraging meaningful learning, stimulating the use of the student's previous

experiences, and promoting group and shared learning (Batista & Salazar, 2003).

The communicative approach proposes, through constructivism, a pedagogical model
whose purpose is to form students with critical thinking and autonomy thanks to the social,

cultural, and personal sense of systematic learning. So, teachers will provide content of interest
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to students so that they can actively participate and build new knowledge. Therefore, the student

learns to tolerate mistakes and develop communicative competencies.

Theoretical basis
Communicative Language Teaching

The Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) method is also known as the
Communicative approach. CLT is a teaching model for developing students' communicative
competencies through honest communication with other foreign language speakers; the English
language is considered a means of communication and not an object of study. (Diaz, 2021)

reinforce the concept/ definition of CLT.

Adem and Berkessa (2022) listed the principles of the CLT method: 1) The use of the
target language as a communication vehicle where communication is prioritized before
mastering forms; 2) the use and practice of authentic language; 3) the consideration of errors as
inevitable 4) the manifestation of the development of apprentices; 5) the use of classroom

activities that promote interaction.

Luchaninova et al. (2019) defined communicative competence “as a skill that is formed in
the process of interaction between the individual and the social environment” (p. 2).
Communicative competence includes the following aspects: 1) To know the use of the language
according to the purposes and functions. 2) To know how the use of language varies according to
the context. 3) To know and understand different types of texts. 4) To know how to hold a

conversation despite having some limitations in knowledge of the language.
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Littlewood model of communicative competence (cited by Eghtesadi, 2017) presented the
following components: 1) Linguistic competence involves vocabulary, grammar, semantics, and
phonology. 2) Discursive competence develops a continuous discourse and produces longer
written texts, longer interactions, and opening and closing conversations. 3)Pragmatic
competence allows the use of linguistic resources to transmit and interpret meanings in real
contexts. 4) Sociolinguistic competence consists of the use of appropriate language in social

situations, conveying degrees of formality, frankness, etc.

In this sense, Sanchez and Pérez consider that the most important thing for the student is
to understand and express him/herself in communicative contexts instead of memorizing
grammatical structure and vocabulary (2020). Activities such as communication dynamics, role-
playing, tasks, and projects are part of this approach, including learning the language in real
contexts with the other subjects the student is studying. Alibekova and Urinboyeva (2020) have a
similar opinion, considering that foreign language training should be as close as possible to real

communication.

CLT is not a methodology per se but rather an approach with defined characteristics, as

detailed in Table 1.

Application of CLT methodology in the classroom

Empathy and motivation are two aspects emphasized for classes with CLT methodology
to create an effective climate for interaction. The teacher establishes communication activities in
pairs or groups; there are information exchange exercises, problem-solving, role plays with
natural language, descriptions of images, drawings, puzzles, and videos. The objective is for the
student feels interested and develops all the activities in class, leaving homework as
complementary activities (Solis, 2021). So, creating an environment of cooperation for students
to work in groups and feel comfortable and secure is one of the characteristics; otherwise, not all

of them will be able to obtain a high level of English.

In addition, the teacher must organize natural material for CLT focused on the
requirements of the students and their real-life environment. Otherwise, Hakim (2022) points out

that it caused reluctance to communicative competence.

Application of CLT Methodology in Virtual Classes During a Pandemic
Virtual education is a system that provides new opportunities for students to train and
learn, and they do not need to be physically present; it also allows people from different regions

to instantly access a new form of education. Thanks to the evolution of information and
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communication technologies (ICT), virtual education is characterized by interactivity,
collaboration, interest and differentiation, and material with adequate resources (Orellana et al.,

2020).

Virtual education offers a variety of resources through platforms or applications
according to educational needs. Therefore, it is characterized by personalized teaching, which
requires connectivity for the development of activities and a natural coexistence in the network

that facilitates information exchange. (Crisol-Moya et al., 2020)

Virtual classes were the new form of teaching in the face of the confinement caused by
the covid-19 health crisis. To apply the CLT methodology during online classes during a
pandemic, teachers use ICT. Computers and mobile devices offer a variety of resources that
facilitate teaching-learning and communication between two people or in groups. Thus, the
teacher can send messages, share videos, documents, or assignments, and evaluate and interact

with students in real time (Oviedo Guado & Mena Mayorga, 2021).

Strategies/techniques Adopted During a Pandemic in Virtual Classes - CLT
Safira et al. (2021) pointed out some strategies adopted during a pandemic in virtual

classes:

Using a lecturing strategy in English teaching during the pandemic, the teacher explains
the learning material to students using the video conference feature on Google Meet. Students

and teachers can interact with each other (p. 215).

Rondal-Guanotasig and Espinoza-Molina (2022) recount the methodological strategies
for teaching English during the pandemic. The application of guided and enthusiastic didactic

conversations through the Zoom platform; the use of musical, recreational, and artistic
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expressions to encourage active participation; group and pair work with collaborative tools and
the use of books; the assignment of clearly defined responsibilities; complement knowledge with
asynchronous activities such as the use of chats for the exchange of opinions or forums to give
explanations; application of a learning tutoring system where the student chose a program
according to their needs, objectives, and schedules through dialogues of real situations and role-

play; and finally, gamification.

On the other hand, works by Hossain (2021) point out a series of limitations of virtual
classrooms during the pandemic, such as insecurity to participate, insufficient and poorly
designed resources, Internet connection problems, lack of technological devices of students,

where the work of Jayanth (2021) and study of Anani et al. (2016) also mention the same.

Legal basis
This investigation is based on the legal foundations written in the Constitution of the

Republic of Ecuador, in the Law that establishes the following:

Education shall be focused on human beings and shall promote their integral development
within the context of respect for human rights, the sustainable environment, and democracy; it
will be participatory, compulsory, intercultural, democratic, inclusive, and diverse, of quality and
warmth; it will promote gender equity, justice, solidarity, and peace; it will stimulate a critical
sense, art, and physical culture, individual and community initiative, and the development of

skills and abilities to create and work (Constitucién de La Republica Del Ecuador, 2008, art. 27).

The purpose of the national education system shall be to develop the population's
individual and collective capacities and potentialities, enabling learning and the generation and

use of knowledge, techniques, know-how, arts, and culture. The system shall be centered on the
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learner and operate in a flexible, dynamic, inclusive, effective, and efficient manner. The
national education system shall integrate an intercultural vision following the country's
geographic, cultural, and linguistic diversity and respect for the rights of communities, peoples,

and nationalities (Constitucion de La Republica Del Ecuador, 2008, art. 343).
About the Organic Law Reforming of Intercultural Education, it is considered that:

Guarantees people's right to an education of quality and warmth, pertinent, adequate,
contextualized, updated, and articulated throughout the educational process, in its systems,
levels, sublevels, or modalities, and that includes permanent evaluations. Likewise, it guarantees
the learner's conception as the center of the educational process, with flexibility and ownership
of contents, processes, and methodologies that adapt to their needs and fundamental realities. It
promotes adequate conditions of respect, tolerance, and affection, which generate a favorable
school climate in the learning process (Ley Organica Reformatoria a La Ley Organica de

Educacion Intercultural, 2021, art. 2.3 literal h).

Finally, the Prioritized Curriculum with an emphasis on Communicative, Mathematical,
Digital, and Socioemotional Competencies. Educacion General Béasica, Subnivel Superior
(Ministerio de Educacién, 2021) points out that communicational competencies refer to the skills
of comprehension and production of texts of all types and in all communicative situations. It also
includes speaking skills with relevance and fluency (Ministerio de Educacion, 2021, p. 7). On the
other hand, digital competencies refer to the knowledge and skills that facilitate the use of digital

devices and technological applications for communication (Ministerio de Educacion, 2021, p. 8).
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Variables of the study
Dependent Variable

Communicative Language Teaching (CLT).

A dependent variable is one that changes due to the action of the independent variable. In
this case, the dependent variable was the CLT method, and its benefits, strategies, and
disadvantages approach were investigated through the independent variable “virtual classes

during the pandemic" and through "post-pandemic classes" as the second variable.

Independent Variable

Virtual Class During the Pandemic.

Teachers considered teaching English virtually to maintain a teaching pathway during the
covid-19 pandemic, a topic that has brought controversy because virtual classes had positive and
negative aspects (Hossain, 2021). For this reason, the research will focus on teachers'
perspectives on the difficulties and solutions they applied in online English education with the

CLT approach.

CLT in the Classroom Post-pandemic.

The application of CLT practices in post-pandemic classes has been increasing globally.
However, there are still teachers who use traditional methods; there is controversy since many
studies show positive results, while others generate controversy due to the difficulties of its
application (Kamiri & Aziz, 2022). Under this premise, this research will focus on how English
face-to-face classes are developed by applying the CLT methodology, explaining its benefits and
limitations. Finally, it will compare the same methodology under face-to-face and virtual

teaching modalities.
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Chapter 111

Methodology

Method

All research requires a rigorous data collection process to obtain the most information
possible. According to the objectives and questions in Chapter I, this research work has a
qualitative approach. Nassaji (2020) explains that qualitative research seeks to understand and

explore the study variables through non-numerical data.

In this study, the meaning that the researcher gives to the object of study is important.
Therefore, the scientific rigor is required to avoid a certain subjectivity. This rigor is necessary
for the management of information from the planning, collection, processing, and analysis of

information that guarantees reliable and verifiable data. (Espinoza, 2020)

Schenke and Pérez (2018) point out a number of aspects that characterize qualitative
research, for example: understanding the meanings that subjects give to events, understanding
the context in which participants act, identifying unanticipated phenomena, finding the unknown,
and providing new perspectives. The interpretation of these events can create biases in terms of
the objectivity of the research, for which researchers have embraced four principles on which the
qualitative method is based: credibility, transferability, reliability, and confirmation (Nassaji,

2020).

The principle of credibility refers to the veracity of the information or the reality of the
data. The principle of transferability occurs when the researcher's interpretation of the findings
can be transferred to other similar contexts and is achieved as long as there is a complete

description of the subject. The principle of reliability is fulfilled when other people review the
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data and can reach the same conclusions as the researcher. The Confirmability criteria occur

when the data and findings are accurate and can be confirmed by others. (Nassaji, 2020)

Through the qualitative approach, the CLT will be studied in the context of classes during
the pandemic and after the pandemic. Scientific rigor is applied during the data collection and
analysis process, applying the techniques and instruments to obtain extensive, real, and verifiable

information.

Type of Research

The type of qualitative research is descriptive in nature. Conejero (2020) explains that to
choose the qualitative method, the problem to study and the suitability of the subjects of study
are taken into consideration; since it is about investigating a pure phenomenon, the researcher

does not intervene.

As the object to be studied is the CLT approach in teaching English during the pandemic
and post-pandemic from the experiences of teachers, it has been chosen as a Phenomenological
approach as the type of research. In addition, the study variables will be investigated from the
opinions, perceptions, and experiences of the teachers in order to analyze the process and

elaborate a reflection on the phenomenon of the study.

The phenomenological approach is based on the experience that a subject has with

respect to an event or occurrence. In this regard, Fuster Guillen (2019) explains that:

“Phenomenology in education is not limited to simple descriptions or 'alternative'
explanations of educational phenomena [...] but leads to deep reflection about the
methods, the techniques used, and the difficulties shown in the teaching-learning process;

as well as making the educator take a position and rethink his practice, avoiding
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improvisation and committing himself to be an example and guide for the learner” (Fuster

Guillen, 2019, p. 206)

With this argument, the present study, in addition to describing the development of the
CLT approach, will also analyze the advantages and difficulties of its application during

pandemic and post-pandemic classes and offer a series of suggestions about its practice.

Data Collection Technique

The researchers selected the interview technique to collect information because it offers
the opportunity to investigate in-depth events from the perspectives of the interviewees in order
to understand how they experience the phenomenon to be studied; that is, the participants must

have direct experience with the topic of interest (McGrath et al., 2019).

The interview is important in studies of the descriptive type, exploratory type, and for the
design of instruments to collect information. The characteristics of the interview in qualitative
research are: 1) Seeks forward to obtain information related to a certain topic; 2) Gets accurate
information; 3) Identifies meanings the interviewees bestow on the research topic; 4) The
interviewer keeps an active attitude and continuous interaction to understand the interviewee's

speech (Diaz-Bravo et al., 2013).

Instruments

In this type of interview, open-ended questions are used where the actors express their
ideas or experiences in their own words (Piza et al., 2019). The questionnaire consisted of 6
open-ended questions for the development of the topic and one open-ended question for the

closing. The questions are related to the specific objectives of the present study, and the
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interviewer has the opportunity to ask more questions when considering exploring more about a

topic. Given the institution's authorization provided for the research, the interview was chosen.

Processing and data collection resources

First, the authorization of the institution's directors is requested, and the date and place
for the interviews are coordinated according to the availability of the study subjects. The
interviewer is assisted with the script and used a video camera for filming, subject to the

acceptance of the interviewee.

Once the round of interviews is completed, the researcher will transcribe the interviews
using the speech to text application. The texts will be converted into Word documents and

uploaded to the Atlas ti.22 software for their respective analysis.

Population and sample

The study population comprises those units or subjects that meet certain criteria
established by the researcher (Mucha Hospital et al., 2021). Therefore, in this research process,
the "Unidad Educativa Salinas Innova School™ is considered as the population because it is an
institution recognized for the importance of teaching the English language. The selected sample
is integrated by five teachers with defined characteristics. The characteristics are: 1) English

teachers and 2) Use of the CLT method during and after the pandemic.
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Chapter IV
Analysis of Findings
This chapter discusses findings related to the CLT approach process in classrooms during the
pandemic and after the pandemic. The information describes how the method was adapted and
its advantages and disadvantages of it. Data processing consisted of transcribing the audio into
text formats using the descript 55.1.2 application. The transcripts in PDF format were loaded into

the Atlas ti 22 software for processing and coding.

Previously, categories were determined (see table 1) that served as a guide for open coding
or, in other words, the assignment of codes to related concepts that were identified as each

interview was analyzed.

Based on the categories, open-source concepts were assigned to the concepts that were
identified in each question. A total of 135 codes were assigned and became part of the categories

shown in the table above.
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Interpretation of data from the interview
Regarding the principles of the CLT method applied in the teaching of English, the
importance of communication and interaction of students is recognized, in addition to the role

played by teachers during the pandemic and post-pandemic.

Communication skills were developed with constant practice of communication and

interaction during the pandemic.

"Well, really, in a class, what a person does is communicate, and it is true, one can give many

concepts to the children, but it is also necessary the practical part” (8:1 p 1 in Interviewee 1)

"But always in all classes, you have to prioritize that they get by in the language, even if they
don't do it well, but always one or two activities where they have to speak.” (11:2p 1in

Interviewee 4).

The role of the teacher during the pandemic was as a guide and motivator with real

conversations and dialogues so that the student feels comfortable to develop and participate.
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"Then, a day-to-day situation that they can put into practice in speaking, but always trying to

motivate that part because they don't always want to speak.” (11:5 p 1 in Interviewee 4)

"So, that remains the same, the class is not always where the teacher talks more, but we talk,
we work, and they follow the indications and respond. In the beginning, they are guided, and

then they already know how to respond” (12:3 p 1 in Interviewee 5).

According to the changes and adaptations in the process of virtual classes during covid-19,
the teachers made dynamic and practical classes with many games; therefore, they used many
resources created by them and others found on the Internet for the development of

communication skills (Figure 2).

Teachers said students' adaptation to virtual classes was easy since the educational institution
had been working with its platform several years before the pandemic and in which interactive

material, games, etc., were uploaded.
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"We have always had access to all kinds of technological situations, both here at school
and now that we had the facility outside of class, then we always worked with Blended Learning

both with the platform and directly worked in classes” (9:5 p 1 in Interviewee 2).

"It was necessary to transfer the activities that were done on the sheet to activities

developed online™ (10:2 p 1 in Interviewee 3).
During the pandemic, tools for learning English were digital.

"Basically, it was looking for resources for activities that we usually do here, well,

looking for ways to make it digital together with all of them.” (8:10 p 1 in Interviewee 1)

In the interview, the participants also stated about the variety of strategies that can be

used to work in groups or projects with CLT (Figure 3).

Interviewees consider the importance of applying CLT strategies to promote oral

expression.
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"Students are immersed in the language in a more direct way, which prompts them to

produce it more quickly” (10:5 p 2 in Interviewee 3).

Strategies should be adapted according to the level of knowledge and needs of the

students. In the case of children, the activities are playful.

"Start with a Word Map, a little game, a song because | worked with children. And from
there we would see certain specific topics, but all in a playful way, they are asked questions; but

they always had to speak everything in English™. (11:7 p 1 in Interviewee 4)

For young people, group work is oriented to debates, exhibitions, mini-projects both in

virtual and face-to-face classes.

"Well, first- and second-year students already do exhibitions. They work in pairs; they
have conversations during class. And the expositions that they did both in the pandemic and now

face-to-face, that remains the same™ (12:7 p 1 in Interviewee 5).

"According to the books that we use, every unit comes with at least some kind of project
or mini-project as we call it, which is based on what they have seen during that unit." (9:7 p 2 in

interviewee 2)

Teachers worked with online resources or on the school platform.

"Well, here we work like that with digital tools. We have the digital book; we have the
TV and that is what we work with. We work with the book; they observe what is being done. We

work together. And they also work with the platform” (12:10 p 2 in Interviewee 5).

"We used various activities such as Pictionary, puzzles, karaoke, among others." (10:4 p

2 in Interviewee 3).
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Also, the participants created different activities that would motivate students'

participation which encompasses speaking practice, grammar, vocabulary, etc.

"l had to do those kinds of activities to get them involved and that it wasn't like it always
was, we just listened to the teacher or the same activities, look for ways to do something

different.

"We do activities like musicals; in this case festivals around the world. So, they are going
to represent maybe one of those festivals... Obviously, they have to apply vocabulary, they are
going to apply what is the grammar section, to develop much more their speaking skills and
above all, how to research, what kind of content is going to be useful for them and what is not."

(9:8 p 2 in interviewee 2)

After two years of virtual education, face-to-face classes went through an adaptation

process that included methodologies, student activities, etc. (Figure 4)

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First, the students' English skills were assessed and then reinforcement classes were

planned.

"Adaptation as such there is always a first month, where they are made a diagnostic
evaluation to see how they are and likewise, a reinforcement of certain topics is made." (12:8 p 2

in interviewee 5).

Upon returning to face-to-face classes post covid-19, teachers observed shy students who

were faced with exposing, participating in activities together, and handwriting.

"At first, it was complicated because they were used to not writing in virtual classes.
They didn't like to write -Noo, miss, already the class-. -1 record it. -Miss, I'll take a picture of it -

everything was a picture or screenshot. Some were lazy to write” (8;20 p 2 in interviewee 1).

"Personally, | really like to work doing the introduction of a class whether it's grammar,
vocabulary or whatever and 1 like to include activities like hands-on activities or other things

they do, also games". (8:22 p 2 in interviewee 1)

In addition, interviewees stated that the application of the CLT method offers many
advantages for foreign language teaching and learning (Figure 5), although most of them did not

specify which strategies they applied during the pandemic and which ones afterward.

The application of the method develops communicative skills due to the variety of digital and

physical resources and activities for practicing English.

"Students are immersed in the language in a more direct way, which pushes them to produce

it more quickly" (10:5 p 2 in Interviewee 3).

"We handle everything in class with speaking through games, songs, dynamics, interviews,
and fantasy situations. So, yes, I think it developed quite well with the children™ (11:21 p 3 in

Interviewee 4).

The CLT approach is effective because, through constant interaction, it also helps the

students overcome their fear of participating in classes.

"It even helps them to loosen up a little more because, as | said, sometimes there are students
who are a little shyer than others, but when they see that their classmates can participate, they are

also encouraged to participate” (8:31 p 3 in Interviewee 1).
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On the other hand, teachers also explained some disadvantages focused more on the context
in which the classes were developed (virtual and face-to-face) and not on the CLT method itself.

During the pandemic classes, the teacher's role was limited to being a guide; the teaching and
control part was in the hands of the parent, who did not have knowledge about the development

of communication skills; in other cases, there was an absence of the parent.

"They could only have the teacher's guidance during that one hour of class. After that,
parents would try to do what they could, and many times they would teach the students as they

thought™ (12:12 p 2 in Interviewee 5).

"A lot of parents, because of work, they had to go out, so the kids have left home alone, then
they didn't do homework, or they were in class, but like they weren't because their mind was on

something else.” (8:35 p 3 in Interviewee 1)
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The pandemic influenced the attitude of students to perform in virtual classes. They had to be

motivated.

"They became a little more self-conscious. So that did cost quite a bit for them to want to
participate again, to want to speak in English and want to perform in the language because they

are very embarrassed” (11:23 p 3 in Interviewee 4).

The participants point out that the use of CLT after the pandemic is better than virtual classes

because of the variety of activities to work with students (Figure 7).

It is beneficial because of the variety of activities planned by the teachers to motivate

interaction and foster human relations.

"After the pandemic, | think it has been possible to apply it better, that is to say in a more

varied way, because by being in person one can invent many more things, many more ideas; and
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the children, because obviously being able to move around and be with their classmates next to

them makes them connect more and makes them want to work more." (8:40 p 4 in Interviewee 1)

"We need to relate and to relate we need to communicate. So it's a method that always has to

be present in our classes in some way" (8:42 p 4 in Interview 1).

It is a beneficial experience because students know their progress and their level of

communication and teachers can supervise them.

"Sure, because it is beneficial for the students and somewhat fruitful for us to get them to be

able to understand and be able to answer each of the questions." (9:18 p 3 in Interviewee 2)

"But they themselves can see how they can advance in the language, that they can practice
everyday situations, situations in which they will be able to practice their English™ (11:24 p 3 in

Interviewee 4).

"It is much better to apply this methodology in person because the process can be monitored

more efficiently” (10:7 p 2 in Interviewee 3).

Analysis and discussion of the interview vs. bibliographic review

The CLT method is an approach that develops the English language communication skills of
both children and adolescent students. In this study, teachers were based on the principles of
interaction and communication as a way of learning English through constant speaking practice,
which is aided by conversations and dialogues based on students' real-life situations. A similar
situation is found in the study by Alibekova and Urinboyeva (2020), who explained that the
communicative approach learning process is based on communication that involves students in

various real-life communicative activities and situations.
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For teachers at "Unidad Educativa Salinas Innova School," the practice of the CLT approach
in teaching English transforms them into guides and motivators. The teacher provides the tools
and exercises to develop speech and encourages students to put aside shyness and participate in
them until they achieve an interaction in the class. In this interaction or exchange of ideas or
dialogues, the accuracy of vocabulary or grammar does not matter; fluency and use of language
matters more. This is also consistent with the statement of Safira et al. (2021), who explained
that an enthusiastic teacher makes a big difference in student motivation and engagement. In the
same way, Yolanda and Hadi (2019) stated that the teacher is responsible for guiding the
students and providing support and motivation so that they can improve their performance in

English.

The changes and adaptations of the virtual classes during the pandemic were not so drastic
because teachers and students had been working previously on the institution's educational
platform. On this occasion, what was required was the creativity of the teachers to develop their
own resources or to select other resources and the most suitable online tools for dynamic and
agile classes. What differs with Kamiri and Azis (2022) is when they consider the positive
aspects of the use of online tools and resources; these are not sufficient for dynamic classes

because they do not demonstrate the effectiveness of teacher management during virtual classes.

The application of the CLT method offers many advantages for the teaching and learning of
the English language, although the teachers did not specify whether they corresponded to the
time of classes during the pandemic or after the pandemic. It is noted that the communicative
Approach has a variety of digital and physical activities for English practice, in addition to being
considered an effective means to overcome the fear of participating in classes. This is similar to

what was expressed in the study by Diaz (2021) when it points out that taking advantage of ICT
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and the Internet in the CLT approach favors communicative competence and helps to overcome

weaknesses presented by the students.

As for the disadvantages, the interviewees expressed those related to the virtual context and
not to the CLT teaching method. They indicated that the teacher's role was limited to being a
guide; the teaching and control part was in the hands of the parent, which contrasts with the
opinion of Alfonso (2022), who points out that the success of language teaching is due to

initiative and the ability to act with pedagogical practices.

Another limiting factor is students' shyness. However, the CLT approach is a strategy that
helps to overcome the fear of participation, such as Vélez, Y. and Paredes, R. (2021) explain that
in addition to the development of skills, this approach helps in problem-solving and some social

and affective factors.

According to the experience of teachers, the CLT method has many benefits in classes after
the pandemic, because the student is aware of his own learning and the teacher in an active role

can track the progress of this.

To conclude, after the pandemic, one fact is certain: technology is an essential tool (but
not the only one) in the teaching of English with the CLT approach because of the infinite
possibilities it offers in the practice of the language. The teacher must resort to their creativity
and ingenuity in the creation and selection of activities and resources to get the most out of
virtual or face-to-face class hours and complement them with other types of physical or digital

resources that develop their oral expression outside of class hours.
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Chapter V
Reflections of the study
The Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) approach has been a significant influence
on English language learning during and post-pandemic. Its emphasis on communication and
interaction in language learning has helped learners develop the necessary skills to use the
language in real-life situations. With the increasing availability of online language learning
resources, the implementation of the CLT approach is becoming more accessible and practical
than ever before. As the world continues to evolve, the CLT approach will remain relevant in
language education, providing learners with the necessary tools to communicate effectively in a

globalized world.

During the pandemic, many language learners faced challenges in accessing traditional
classroom-based language learning. As a result, there was an increase in the use of online
language learning platforms and resources, which facilitated the implementation of the CLT

approach.

The CLT approach was particularly relevant during the pandemic, as it provided
language learners with the opportunity to engage in meaningful communication and interact with

others, despite the limitations of the virtual environment.

In addition, the CLT approach encouraged the use of authentic language materials, such
as news articles, videos, and podcasts, which helped learners stay engaged and motivated in their

language learning during the pandemic.

Post-pandemic, the CLT approach is likely to continue to influence English language

learning by emphasizing the importance of communication and interaction in language learning.
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As technology continues to advance, online language learning platforms and resources are likely
to become even more prevalent, making the implementation of the CLT approach more

accessible than ever before.

However, many teachers have found the CLT approach to be a valuable teaching method
during the COVID-19 pandemic. The focus on communication and interaction has helped
students feel more connected and engaged in their language learning, and the use of authentic
materials and interactive activities has been successful in virtual classrooms. Teachers have also
found that the learner-centered and task-based nature of the CLT approach has allowed for more
flexibility in lesson planning and delivery. Nevertheless, some participants have faced challenges
in providing students with enough opportunities for face-to-face interaction and communication
during the pandemic. Nevertheless, overall, many teachers believe that the CLT approach will
continue to be relevant in English language teaching and learning post-pandemic, as it aligns

well with the needs of students in today's globalized world.

In addition, according to the present research work it is possible to conclude that the
traditional method of teaching English focused on grammar and vocabulary is not adequate to
encourage its use, so it should give way to modern and effective methodologies where
communication is a bridge of integration of the student with social and cultural contexts, through

oral production, group or couple work.

This research was not without limitations. Despite the authorization of the directors of the
“Unidad Educativa Salinas Innova School” for the study. The interviews were short due to the
limited time available from the teachers, so it was not possible to delve into some topics. For
example, it was not possible to investigate which tools and activities are appropriate for children

and which are most appropriate for young people.
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Even so, the experiences of the “Unidad Educativa Salinas Innova School” are enriching
and convenient to recommend the use of the fundamental teaching activities (FTA) in the
teaching of the foreign language to teachers at other schools and colleges. From the perspective
of the researchers, the method opens a number of possibilities in terms of strategies, activities,
and tools that improve the ability to speak and listen to the student; it also develops their social

skills since it encourages them to constantly practice.

The learning gained about the Communicative Language Teaching (CLT) approach is the
importance of communication and interaction in learning. The CLT approach emphasizes that
language learning is not just about learning grammar and vocabulary, but also about learning to
communicate effectively with others. This approach stresses the importance of using language in
a meaningful way, not just memorizing rules and vocabulary. In life, this lesson can be applied
by recognizing that communication is an essential part of human interaction and relationships.
Learning to communicate effectively by focusing on what we want to express and how to

express it in a way that is clear and understandable to others.

Finally, there are several actions that could be considered in future research on the
communicative approach (CLT) in teaching and learning English. Use different tools and
technologies and compare with other methods. Ongoing research is essential to improve and
develop new approaches to language teaching and learning, and these actions can help to better
understand how the communicative approach works in different contexts and how it can be

improved to meet the needs of today's learners.

Entonces, la parte practica, a pesar de que estamos por zoom, trataba de hacerles
preguntas de su diario vivir, dependiendo del tema que estuviéramos tratando. Generalmente, el
libro de texto que usabamos era mucho en base al diario vivir. Entonces, yo siempre les hacia
una pregunta de introduccion de acuerdo con el tema; por ejemplo “;Cual es su opinidon acerca
de esto?”, “; qué piensa acerca de eso?”’; entonces, ellos interactuaban.

También hacia grupos pequefios. Trabajaba con grupos pequefios porque hay estudiantes que son
un poquito mas timidos para hablar.

Por ejemplo, habia paginas de juegos, de mucha gamificacién, también
plataformas donde ellos se pudieran registrar. Hay una plataforma que me gusta mucho el Live
Worksheets, no sé si la han escuchado, donde yo armaba mis propios recursos o a veces uno
encuentra ahi. Entonces les hacia que ellos lo realizaran y luego yo podia revisarlos y juntos
revisdbamos las actividades.

Hay una plataforma que a mi me gusta usar mucho también, es la de British Council para
teenagers donde hay varios recursos; hay recursos para vocabulario, hay recursos para practicar
writing, para practicar listening, entonces, todas esas cosas también las utilizaba.

En tiempo de pandemia.

Aja. bueno, en tiempo de pandemia igual les enviaba, por ejemplo, a investigar algin tema 'y
luego que ellos armaran sus presentaciones: "Presentations”. Ellos armaban sus presentaciones.
Ellos creaban sus diapositivas y les explicaba diferentes formas en las que podian presentar sus
diapositivas porgue aqui en el colegio no les gusta mucho que usemos el Power Point porque esta
pasado de moda; entonces usamos mas Genially o Canva o cosas asi.

Entonces, como otros recursos esta que les ensefiamos primero como usarlos porque ocurre algo
curioso: a pesar de que son una generacion de chicos bastante tecnoldgicos, en el ambito
educativo muchos de ellos no estan acostumbrados usar Word. O sea, saben usarlo, pero solo
para escribir pero no saben que otras cosas puede hacer ahi, que pueden crear cuadros que
pueden crear broshures o cosas asi... No saben como usarlos de esa forma. Entonces, yo les
creaba videos de ilustracion y ellos luego podian ver ese video en la casa y podia hacerlo.

¢ Qué otros? Bueno, dialogos, que hicieran didlogos. De acuerdo con el tema que estdbamos
estudiando que ellos crearan sus propios dialogos en parejas o en grupos de tres. Luego, pues lo
presentaran en la clase.

En una ocasion hicimos un concurso. Estabamos estudiando los tipos de ropa. Entonces yo les
planifiqué un desfile de modas virtual. Les pedi que pongan sus fondos como si fuera una
pasarela y no se presenten con sus uniformes, sino con cualquier ropa que querian, inclusive que
sea como que un vestuario loco, como usar un gorro de frio y guantes o lo que sea. Entonces
cada uno iba explicando qué llevaba puesto. Tenia que hacer ese tipo de actividades para
involucrarlos y que no fuera como siempre era, solo escuchamos a la profesora o las mismas
actividades, buscar formas de hacer algo diferente.

¢ Cudles fueron las adaptaciones en las actividades de ensefianza del aprendizaje de inglés
tras la pandemia del covid-19?

En lo personal, a
mi me gusta mucho trabajar haciendo la introduccion de una clase ya sea gramatica, vocabulario
0 lo que sea y me gusta Incluir actividades como Hands-on activities u otras cosas que ellos
hagan, también juegos.

Entonces, por ejemplo, a veces hago en grupos ya que todos estan presentes. Entonces, pueden
hacer los roleplays. También Pictionary para practicar vocabulario o el ahorcado también para
practicar vocabulario. También planifico competencias: juegos en grupos donde compitan contra
otros; esos a ellos les encanta porque algunos son super competitivos, sobre todo los varones.
Entonces, el grupo que gana en tal actividad, les doy un punto extra, o participaciones extras o
cosas asi, como para animarlos.

También subo recursos en la plataforma del colegio para que practiquen pronunciacion. Les
digo: “de la lectura que hicimos hoy, elijan dos parrafos”. Practican primero la pronunciacion en
su casa y luego se graban. Graban sus voces. Graba un audio leyendo. Y yo les califico la
pronunciacion. Entonces ese audio lo suben a plataforma y eso les califico.

En fin, trato de aplicar todas las actividades que se me ocurran hacer con ellos, a veces hago
boardgames (juegos de mesa) para practicar los verbos irregulares ya que con esos verbos estoy
ahi para que se los aprendan.

Speaking también. Entonces, speaking en parejas. A veces les pongo preguntas para que ellos
primero respondan esas preguntas acerca de ellos y luego los hago practicar para que se
pregunten y respondan y cada cierto tiempo que vayan cambiando de parejas para que practiquen
con la mayor cantidad de personas que puedan.

¢, Como aplico este principio de método comunicativo CLT en sus clases de inglés durante y
después de la pandemia del okey?

Miss en la primera pregunta usted dice acerca del método. La verdad es que es igual tanto en las
clases de ahora como fue durante la pandemia. La Unica diferencia es que estaban detras de una
pantalla y los padres eran que estaban ahi observando a los nifios. Entonces yo les daba las
indicaciones, conversdbamos bastante.

Como siempre, los nifios mas pequefios eso es lo que mas se hace. Se trabaja, es lo que es
Listening y Speaking. Entonces, eso se mantiene igual, siempre la clase no es donde habla més el
profesor, sino que se conversa, trabajamos y ellos siguen las indicaciones y responden. Al
comienzo, se les va guiando y luego ellos ya saben como responder.

Entonces se maneja de la misma manera, miss el mismo método comunicativo.

La segunda pregunta, ¢ Cudles fueron las adaptaciones de las actividades de ensefianza de
aprendizaje de inglés durante la pandemia del covid-19? ; Formaban esas adaptaciones
parte del método CLT? (Adaptaciones en las actividades).

En la segunda pregunta, lo unico que se hubo que arreglar ahi fue que estdbamos detras de una
pantalla, los nifios tenian que adaptarse a eso. Especialmente los méas pequefios y les costo
porque eran nifios de tres afios frente a un computador, estar escuchando una profesora no es
como lo normal.

Al comienzo fue un poco complicado, pero ellos se adaptan con facilidad. Ellos se van
acostumbrando. Ya saben que esa es la rutina. Entonces ellos lo hicieron ya parte de su diario
vivir. Entonces, eso fue lo Unico que ellos tenian que acostumbrarse a cierto horario, encender la
computadora y escuchar. El esperar el turno para abrir, cerrar micréfonos. Eso obviamente fue la
primera semana donde hubo un entrenamiento para que ellos tanto estudiantes como padres
sepan como manejar la plataforma zoom durante las clases.

Richards (2016), menciona que el método CLT se basa en el uso de herramientas y
estrategias como las actividades de trabajo en parejas, roleplaying las actividades de
trabajo en grupo y el trabajo por proyectos; que pueden aplicarse de diferentes manerasy
gue a abordan distintos aspectos de los procesos de ensefianza y aprendizaje. ¢Qué
estrategias y herramientas utilizé para ensefiar inglés en las clases de CLT?

En la tercera pregunta, pues si, se trabaja bastante lo que es el trabajo grupal. Se les ensefia eso,
pues los estudiantes ya de primero y segundo hacen exposiciones. Ellos hacen trabajos en pares,
hacen conversaciones durante la clase. Y las exposiciones que las hicieron tanto en la pandemia
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como ahora presencial, eso sigue igual. Como le mencioné anteriormente, tal y como se trabajé
en la pandemia, se sigue trabajando ahora. La Unica diferencia es que las clases ya no son por
computadora.

¢, Cudles fueron las adaptaciones en las actividades de ensefianza del aprendizaje de inglés
tras la pandemia del covid-19?

La cuarta pregunta, adaptacién como tal siempre hay un primer mes que es como de adaptacion,
donde se les hace una evaluacion diagndstica para ver como estan los nifios y asi mismo, se hace
un refuerzo de ciertos temas.

Entonces, algunos estudiantes si necesitaron refuerzo, puesto que también es un poco dificil de
verificar si el estudiante esta aprendiendo, ya que detras de camaras, pues el papa estaba muy
pendiente de ciertos nifios. Entonces, estaban ahi todo el tiempo. Eso hacia que ellos también
puedan responder.

Pero ahora que ellos ya estan aca solos en el primer mes, lo tomamos para realizar esa evaluacion
y ver como ellos estaban. Bueno, pues si habia ciertos vacios por ahi que se tuvo que ir
rellenando en ese primer mes.

¢ Cudles son las ventajas de utilizar el método CLT durante y después de la pandemia del
covid-19? ; Como experimento este método con sus alumnos?

Pues aqui se trabaja asi con herramientas digitales. Nosotros tenemos el libro digital, tenemos el
televisor y con eso es lo que se trabaja. Trabajamos con el libro, ellos van observando qué es lo
que se va realizando. Vamos trabajando juntos. Y ellos también trabajan con la plataforma.

En la plataforma también tienen las actividades que se van a realizar durante la semana. Tienen
también actividades interactivas donde ellos pueden ir repasando los temas para que ya ellos ya
vengan preparados para la clase de la semana.

¢ Cuales son las desventajas y limitaciones de CLT durante y después de la pandemia del
covid-19?

La desventaja podria ser que, durante la pandemia, los estudiantes como estaban con sus padres,
ellos solamente podian tener la guia del profesor durante esa hora de clase. Después de eso, los
padres trataban de hacer lo que ellos podian y muchas veces ensefiaban a los estudiantes como
ellos creian. Entonces hay ciertos errores, tanto de pronunciacion o como de hacer la traduccién
literal en espafiol. pero igual eso se corregia en las clases.

Y asimismo ahora presencial, los estudiantes pasan mas tiempo acé en la escuela. Entonces, uno
los hace participar mas y los errores uno los va corrigiendo inmediatamente. Si un estudiante
regresa a la escuela diciendo algo que no esta correcto pues se corrige. Y muchas veces los
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estudiantes son quienes corrigen a los padres, ya que hay padres que no tienen conocimiento del
idioma, entonces traten de saber como ellos pueden guiar a los nifios.

Y la ultima pregunta: ¢ Cual es su experiencia en el uso de la metodologia CLT después de
la pandemia?

A mi me gusta asi, me parece que muy bien, porque lo que se quiere en un nifilo, mas que nada
los pequerios que son los que yo tengo, es que los nifios hablen. Entonces ellos tratan de hacer su
esfuerzo por aprender y tratan de hablar; que en este caso vamos ensefiando ciertas estructuras
pequerfias que ellos se las van aprendiendo, pero no es porque sepan gramatica, sino mas bien
porque ellos saben qué es lo que quieren decir en cada frase, aunque sea corta. Y como ellos son
pequerios, pues estan aprendiendo asi, esas pequefias palabras del vocabulario van aprendiendo
poquito a poquito.

Entonces, creo que si fue bueno. Ha sido muy bueno ese método y la experiencia también puedo
decir que si, que si ha sido muy bueno en el caso de los mas pequefiitos.
